As the waorshippers left the
mosque, many well-wishers gath-
ered around Abdullah as a show of
support and to congratulate him on
his niew post.

Mosque  officials  put up
makeshift stringed barricades to
allow Dr Mahathir a smooth walk to
the gate of the mosque, where his
official car was waiting to rush him
back to the Istana Besar for the
swearing-in of Abdullah.
