Students Ahmad Reduan
Rozali and Muhamad Muqha-
rabbin Mokhtarruddin, who
became the youngest Malay-
sians to scale the world's high-
est peak, said they owed their
achievement to Dr Mahathir's
inspiring messages.

push to reach the summit and

lite phone at the university's
Science and Technology Centre
here yesterday.

He said scaling Everest from
Nepal's side was challenging.
"But if given another opportu-
nity, we plan to scale the moun-
tain from Tibet where only one
dimber can go through at a
time at certain points.

"Muqharabbin and 1 have
climbed Mount Everest. It is an
experience that every Malay-
sian youth must strive for. After
dimbing Everest, you will

realise that all challenges in life,
no matter how difficult, can be
overcome," he said.

"Both of us are craving for
Malaysian food," Redzuan told
Dr Ibrahim.

As part of their training, they
scaled several other mountains
around the world, including
Pakistan's Annapurna and K2,
New Zealand's Mount Aspiring
and Nepal's Gypko Ri.

Their expedition, which cost
RMl.Smil, was jointly organ-
ised by UiTM and the Youth and
Sports Ministry.

The two dimbers are expect-
ed to return here on May 31.
