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“And the evil deeds of evil Muslims are no
more to'be identified with Islam and Muslims
than the evil deeds of evil Christians are to be
identified with Christianity and Christians,”
he said to robust applause from the auidience.

In his meeting with Blair, Abdullah also

-gave his views in his capacity as the chair- .
- man of the Organisation of Islamic Con-

ference and the Non-Aligned Movement.
‘Both Britain and Malaysia shared the view
that the United Nations had an important

role to play in a multilateral world. The road

map for a Palestinian state was discussed as
was the situation in Iraq. ‘ '
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Both leaders exchanged views on the up-

coming elections in Iraq and the importance

of ensuring that there was stability in the

country. They felt that the polls were a great

opportunity for Iraqis to select leaders of
their own choice.
