KUALA LUMPUR: " ‘River
banks should be gazetted as
reserve areas to prevent the
public from turning the wa-
terways into - rubbish
dumps, Datuk Seri Abdullah
Ahmad Badawi said yester—
day.

The Prime Minister said
residents would be tempted
to do so if homes were built
too close to rivers.

“If we ‘build houses and
factories -too near rivers,

residents are likely to throw..

-rubbish and pollute the wa-
terways. We must have am-
ple space between rivers
and development areas.”
Speaking to reporters af-
ter the -launching of
Gagasan Badan Ekonomi
Melayu or Gabem (Cluster of

Malay Economic Bodies), he

said steps were being taken
to prevent environmental
degradation. -

He said. legislation and
guidelines on environmen-
tal protection were being re-
_viewed and proposed
amendments had been sub-
mitted to the Attorney-Gen-
eral’s Chambers.
