We are striying very hard to
regain the old form and I hope, in the not too distant future,
there will emerge a new breed of players who will put us back in
the limelight of world Badminton scene and probably bring back
the Thomas Cup to Kuala Lumpur.
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We are indeed proud of the honour of hosting this Third World
Invitation Badmintan Tiournament. In fact, 1975 has been a
momentous and eventful year for us as far as sports is concerned
because, apart from this Tournament, we have hosted four
important major sporting events—the World Hockey Tournament
in March; the Moihammad Ali/Joe Bugner Big Pight in July; the
Asian Shooting Ohampionship in middle of August; and last, bu!t
not least, the Mbideka Soccer Taurnameiit which ended a few
days ago.

We are fortunate in that there is peace in the country and our
people are by nature sports-loving. We also believe that sports
is one of the ways o£ bringing people together in healthy com-
petition and thus help to* promote friendship and understanding.
Purthermore, in this present era when everyday we read in the
newspapers of misunderstanding and misfortune, of conflicts and
confrontations in so many parts of the world, sports is the one
arena where the spirit of friendship and goodwill is always kept
alive and burning.

Ladies and Gentlemen,

I would like to take this opportunity to express my appreciation
to the Badminton Association of Malaysia, the organisers of this
Toumament, and particularly the Organising Committee and all
others connected in one way or another with this event, for their
unstinting effort in making this Tournament a success.

I am sure they have done eyerything possible to ensure the
satisfactory arrangemenit of the Toumament as well as the comfort
of the players and officials. As in any big sporting events such
as this, there is bound to be shortcomings. Nevertheless, I hope,
in our own way, we have been able to make your stay here both
pleasant and comfortable.

In conclusion, I would like to congratulate the champions of
the yarious events, especially the new champions. To those who
have not succeeded, there is always the next occasion. I hope
they will train harder and will have a better luck. Of course, in
any competition, there is always the winner and the loser: though
winning is important but more important still is the ability to
participate in the true spirit of sportsmanship.
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I hope those among you who are able to spare the time to be
with us a bit longer will make a point to visit other parts of our
country, meet our people and see how they go about in their
daily life. By this way, we hope you will carry home with you
happy memories of your brief stay here.
